The Waterworkshops will focus on;  
 
Water in the World –  in other countries people don’t have enough water. 
Some people have water BUT it is not safe to drink. Why is this? 
 
Someone on the Isle of Wight will use about 10 times more water than 
someone in Africa. Why is that? What can we do about that?  
 
The Isle of Wight imports 25% of its water from the mainland. Is that a good 
thing? 
 
Water and Health - Everyone (100%) in the UK has access to clean drinking 
water, Cuba 91%, India 84%, Turkey 81%, Pakistan 66% but Papua New 
Guinea only 49%. Why is this? How can we help? 
 
The human body is about 70% water. Without clean water people, particularly 
children, can become ill and die.  What needs to be done? Do we drink 
enough healthy water?  
 
Water and Wildlife - What lives in ponds, rivers and the sea? What do we 
know about these animals? How can we help these creatures to survive in the 
future? 
 
Saving Water in the School – are taps left running or dripping, are sprinkler 
systems left on?
